Topic: It’s Not the Season to Faint
Verse: Galatians 6:7-9, Psalm 1
· We need favor in our seasons. If you come to church weary and sluggish, it’s a indication that something is wrong with you. 
· You cannot serve God through mechanics. Acting as a professional Christian. 
· Things work perfectly well in the church as a “professional Christian” but it doesn’t go that far outside of the church walls. 
· If the midst of the changing seasons, you cannot blow it now. 
· Many of us do not believe the principles of God. There are many things that you must take through faith and through no other way. 
· If Satan can stop you from hearing the Word of God, you will not be effective. 
· Only faith moves God. Y
· You must have faith in the principles and precepts that work in the Word of God. 
· I must have patience if I am going to walk in due season. When things aren’t happening as fast as they should happen, we want to put our own hands in it. Abraham and Sarah are a perfect example. They thought that God was taking too long. 
· Many times we get anxious to try to complete the purpose of God. 
· Some of us are not ready for our due season. It may be something in our heart or mind, but we may not be ready for the season. We have not been developed or matured correctly yet. 
· Psalms 1 talks about a metamorphosis of knowledge.
· There are a lot of Christians that are “goldiggers” and just want something from God but do not develop relationship with Him. 
· We have to slow down in order to deal with God. 
· Some people are stuck because they feel that all there is to life is what they see now. 
· You ought to be energized because you have the Holy Ghost on board. 
· Favor comes to you when hell is around everyone else. You are standing with peace of mind. 
· I must understand that there is more to me then meets the eye. I’m wonderfully and fearfully made. There are treasures in me that are yet to be uncovered. 
· This generation is weak. Weak in knowing how to hold on for what they want. They need everything right now. 
· Strength comes from the Spirit of God. Gives us strength that we didn’t know we had. It gives us strength to complete the task. 
· There are people out there that are hungry and need some “well doing” people. 
· Three seasons: 
· Season of Preparation-
· You are often misinterpreted, mistreated, etc. You are looking for a place where you feel like you can settle and start the work of God. Things are unstable. Your spirit hasn’t settled. God wants to settle you and establish you. 
· Some people are resistant to move. God is working on your sinful attitude. 
· I need to understand how to navigate the season of my life. 
· Do not ever underestimate your season of preparation. 
· You will feel like you are overlooked. God has thousands of men and women who are just as anointed as you. 
· Many believers fall during their season of preparation. Some of you need to sit down and learn. 
· Season of Planting-
· He puts things in our hands and watches how we are going to sow it. 
· You sit there and have your hands folded. 
· If you sow sparingly you reap sparingly. 
· Stop saying that there is nothing in you. 
· I’ve been hearing Him, but not obeying Him. So He’s training my ear.
· Seasons of success-
· We find in Joshua that success is found in obeying the Word of God. 
· “Shall” is a definitive word. It means there is a law working that God will not deviate from. 
· The pastor cannot give you a break through. Only God can give you a breakthrough. 
· Some of you are in a season where you need the intervention of God. 
· You are a light that cannot be hid.
